Thi s menmorandumtransmits the twelve nonth report of statew de FS/ QC reviews
for FFY '94. The report contains both NYC and Upstate case detail. The
statewi de FS paynent error rate has decreased from 10.01% for Federal Fi scal
Year (FFY) 1993 (10/92 to 9/93) to 9.91%for FFY 1994 (10/93 to 9/94). The
NYC error rate rose slightly from 10.06%to 10.14% and Upstate's fell from
9.92%to 9.47% Based on current data we believe NYS regressed error rate
will be less than 9%and will |ikely be below the National Average which
neans that NYS will not be subject to QC based sancti ons.

Earned | ncome, Household Conposition and Shelter Allowance errors account
for 57%of the Statewi de error rate. The nmajority of Earned |Incone errors
were the result of client failure to report a change in incone or enpl oynent
st at us. Househol d Conposition errors resulted fromthe agency using an
i ncorrect nunber of household nenbers in the budget cal culations. Agency
error was also the cause for the najority of the Shelter errors in that an
i ncorrect shelter expense ampbunt was used in determ ning benefits.
